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Analysis on the Characteristics and Significance of the Chinese Path to Modernization

Abstract;: Modernization is a way to make the country powerful and people rich, but the way to mod-
ernization is more than one.

zation creates a path for the peaceful development of major countries in the world; Chinese moderni-
zation is a modernization that develops together and has a shared future with mankind. In short, the
modernization of socialism with Chinese characteristics surpasses the modernization of Western capi-
talism and provides valuable experience for developing countries to create new paths to moderniza-
tion. It is of extremely great significance to the world.
